TREASURER’S REPORT


Lion Jack Morabito of the Broadview Heights Lions Club completed the audit the financial statement for lionistic year 07/01 – 06/02.    All records were complete.  The only recommendation made was that District 13C should try to collect from Lions International for bulletin mailings during that year, since it was not previously done.  A motion to accept the audited financial statement was made by PDG Lion Bob Serpentini and second by PDG Lion Vic Gulyassy.  Motion carried.  Lion Ken Marshall presented the financial statement through October 2002.  A motion to accept the statement subject to audit was made by Lion Margaret Dellmore, second by PDG Lion Bob Stopek.  Motion carried.


Lion Ken informed the cabinet 5 clubs are delinquent on the second quarter dues:  Bedford Heights, Cleveland Boricua, Cleveland Host, Madison and Seville.

VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR’S COMMENTS

· Lion Jim attended the USA/Canada Forum in Texas this past September.  Lion Jim encourages everyone to attend, that it was a valuable learning experience.

· Lion Jim also attended the Fall Conference in October in Columbus.  He said overall attendance has increased, however District 13C only had 8 members attend.  Again Lion Jim recommends that members attend the Conference, important information is presented at these conferences.

· The MERL Team met in September and is reviewing ways to increase membership and maintain retention of current members.  The team is also looking at various areas where we may start new clubs.

DISTRICT GOVERNOR’S COMMENTS

· District Governor Lion Neil received an executive summary from Lions Club International. State Finance & Planning


PDG Lion Vic Gulyassy reported that this committee is working to make certain of Multiple District 13’s financial stability.  A $29,000 accounting error was discovered.  The committee is working on ways to offset this deficit.  Ideas include the 2003/2004 budget being a zero based budget.  Membership continues to decline at an average of 325 – 350 members per year, therefore the committee is considering recommending a $5.00 dues increase per year.

Constitution & Bylaws
Lion Bob Ahrens announced that the State Constitution, By-Laws and Policy manual are now available on Line on the State website.  The International Constitution is also available on the International website.  Lion Bob reminded everyone that the deadline for submitting requests for changes to the Constitution and Bylaws is January 1, 2003.
