MINUTES OF THE FEBRUARY 13, 2003 CABINET AND MARCH 21, 2003 BUSINESS MEETING


Lion John Tigue stated that a correction needed to be made to Page 1 under Minutes of the 11/07/02 Cabinet Meeting, the first sentence needed to be corrected, it should read:  “In accordance with the District 13C Constitution and Bylaws the proposed change will be published in the District 13C bulletin at least 30 days prior to the convention” changing 90 days to 30 days.  Lion Kathy Hummel a motion to approve the minutes of 02/13/02 as amended and minutes of 03/21/03 as written, second by Lion Dave Feiling.  Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT


Lion Carol Lester presented the financial statement through June 9, 2003 noting that the profit from the District 13C convention of $450,76 was added to the Reserve Fund.  A motion to accept the statement subject to audit was made by Lion Dave Ptak, second by Lion Cindy Palmentera.  Motion carried.

DEPUTY DISTRICT GOVERNOR’S COMMENTS

· Lion Carol thanked Lion Neil for appointing her to the position and everyone for their support.  

· DDG Lion Carol announced the winners of the State Membership Contest for 2002/2003 was the North Coast Lions Club for clubs starting the year with less than 21 members.  They showed a net increase in members of 10.  The Cleveland Southeast Lions Club came in second in the State for a net increase of 11 members. 

· She informed the Cabinet to be aware of the changes forthcoming in Ohio State Laws regarding gambling.  The way it is currently written it will restrict 501(c)(4) organizations from running any games of chance including reverse raffles.  Lion Carol had sample letters that clubs could send to their legislators regarding this proposed new law.  The law is scheduled to be voted on July 1, 2003.  NOTE:  Per State Representative Tom Patton on 06/22/03 the Governor is going to veto the bill.
VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR’S COMMENTS

· Lion Jim thanked the MERL Team for their hard work this past year.

· The Brook Park Leos Club was chartered in April

· VDG Lion Jim is anticipating the Cleveland State University Lions will be chartered in the third quarter of 2003.  He also reminded us that DG Lion Neil is working on chartering the Case Western Reserve University Lions Club.  

DISTRICT GOVERNOR’S COMMENTS

· District Governor Lion Neil informed the Cabinet of the results of the voting at State Convention in May 2003:

· Amendment 1:  To eliminate all term limits on state committees – Failed

· Amendment 2:  To  impose a term limit of 2 three-year terms on Finance & Planning Committee – Passed

· Amendment 3:  To make the Finance & Planning Committee representative from each district an appointed position – Failed

· Amendment 4:  To change the name of “Finance & Planning Advisory Committee” to “Finance & Long Range Planning Advisory Committee” – Passed

· Amendment 5:  To eliminate Immediate Past Council Chair and Liaison Chair as ex-officio members of Finance & Planning – Failed.

· Amendment 6:  To enable the Governor-elect to extend the appointment of a State Committee representative for one year – passed.

· DG Lion Neil congratulated Lion Doug Demian for being awarded the Council Chairman’s Award for Excellence for his work on the Youth Committee.  

· Lion Neil explained that the Brecksville Lions Club is still considered an active Club by Lions Clubs International (“LCI”) since their charter had not been turned in.  As a result dues continue to be incurred for the club.  Currently LCI shows dues of approximately $315 being delinquent.  

· PDG Lion Cy Nezbeda made a motion that the District pay the balance of Brecksville Lions Clubs dues and have their charter pulled.  Second by Lion Jim Ferritto.  Motion carried.

· Lion John Tigue made a motion to waive the requirement of Article 8 section 1 of the by-laws requiring this be brought to committee.  Second by Lion Dan Lester.  Motion Carried.
