Dinner followed during a brief recess.  District Governor Ferritto called the meeting back to order at 8:00 P.M.

Minutes of the District 13C Convention held on Saturday, April 17, 2004 at the Radisson Hotel, Eastlake, Ohio were approved on a motion by Lion PDG Serpentini and seconded by Zone Chair Lion Palmentera.  Motion carried.
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VIII.
Treasurer’s Report - District Cabinet Treasurer Lion Prah reviewed the District 13C Financial Report, including payments and interest through June 12, 2004.  Lion Prah noted that payments had not yet been made for the Governor’s awards and expenses for at least one Zone Chair. 


Motion by Lion Tigue and second by VDG Lion Lester to approve the District 13C Financial Report subject to audit and/or finanacial review.  Motion carried

Deputy District Governor Comments – DDG Lion Frazier commented on the Healthy Clubs initiative; developing better communications; the radio ads authorized as part of the Council of Governors’ program; and clarified the location for the Tallmadge Lions 65th Charter Anniversary celebration on June 26, 2004.

Vice District Governor Comments – VDG Lion Lester also commented on the Healthy Clubs initiative; Zone Chair Training; and offered thanks to District Govenor Lion Ferritto for his services and leadership during his term as District Governor.

XI.
District Governor Comments – DG Lion Ferritto thanked the North Royalton and Royalton Hills Lions for their representation at the District 13B golf fundraiser; noted that MDST Lion Jim Green had resigned; that Lion PDG Ed Green was acting MD Secretary and Lion PDG Risen was overseeing the State Office operations; and that a new interim MDST was to be appointed by the Council of Governors.  DG Lion Ferritto also noted that the State financial audit for 2001-2002 was complete; that the audit for 2002-2003 was in the works; and that the audit for 2003-2004 was next for the auditors.


DG Lion Jim also noted that all issues had been passed at the State Convention on May 22, 2004; that the next State Convention will be held in Sandusky; and that District 13C will host the State Convention in 2006.


DG Lion Jim noted that District membership was down 35 through May 10th, but he anticipated membership would only be down 12 as of the June report. WHEREAS, the District 13C Cabinet desires to reauthorize the permitted $2 additional charge per member as part of the annual District 13C dues for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2005;
 
NOW, therefore, be it resolved that:
 
SECTION 1.       The District 13C Cabinet hereby reauthorizes the assessment and collection of the permitted $2 additional charge per member, pursuant to the District 13C Bylaws, Article IX, Section 4, as part of the annual dues for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2005, to defray the administrative expenses of District 13C.
