I. Called to Order - District Governor Lion Carol Lester called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

II. Pledge of Allegiance - Led by Vice District Governor Grant Frazier.

III. Invocation - Given by Lion PDG Bob Stopek.

IV. Dinner – Meeting called back to order by District Governor Carol Lester at 8:05 p.m.


V. Protocol  - Established by Lion PDG John Hrovat.

VI. Introduction – District Governor Lion Carol introduced the head table, everyone else in the room introduced themselves.

VII. Minutes – The minutes from the November 11th 2004 Cabinet meeting were distributed.  Motion made by PDG Lion Bob Stopek to accept the minutes as written, 2nd by Lion Kim Thomas.  Motion Carried.  Just a reminder that all Cabinet Reports, need to be sent to Lion Pam Abrams ASAP.  With regards to the Amendment of $2.00, this has met the requirements of the By-Laws.  It was sent with the Newsletter in January, and those not receiving the newsletter would have gotten it by mail.  This meets the 90-day prior to Convention requirement to be voted on at the Convention.
VIII. Treasurer’s Report – Lion Neil had copies of the current 7-month financial report.  At this time we have a balance of $18,091 of which $10,901. is in checking account and $7189 is in a certificate of deposit. Lion Neil advised 2 clubs are 2 billing periods behind.  The Bedford Heights Lions Club owes $136.50 for State & District dues.  This will have to be written off since this club has been put on status quo, and no one will return Governor Carol’s calls.  2nd Club is Madison.  They owe $45.50.  Lion PDG Neil Bevere made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report, subject to financial review.  2nd Lion Doug Demian.  Motion Carried.

Deputy District Governor Comments – DDG Lion Ken Marshall spoke about our dues.  At the present time we pay $46.20.  As of July 1st dues will increase $5.80 making total amount due $52.00; $39.00 of this amount goes to International.  In the absence of Lion Ada Ahrens Lion Ken advised that the Eye Research Foundation Funded $144,500 worth of research at the October Eye Research Symposium, which was held at Children’s Hospital in Columbus.  Case Western University received about $32,000.  Candy Day is marked for May 7, 2005.  The money will be dedicated to the Diabetes portion of Eye Research Foundation, in memory of the passing of PID Dick Bryant.  Council of Governors in January 2005 approved replacing the air conditioner unit at the State Office Building in the amount of $50,000.  The Eye Research Foundation will finance at about 6.5% and also add in the remaining bill for the elevator. Ohio Lions Eye Research gets about 4,700 hits a day on the website, 1.7 million a year.  Looking up Eye Research on Yahoo or Goggle will brings up the Ohio Lions Eye Research at the 


top of list.

Zone Meeting content was discussed, and feel they have become repetitive.  How can we make the Zone Meetings more exciting?  Let VDG Grant know your ideas.  A Thank You goes out to the PDG Assoc. for their help in locating a candidate for DDG and a special thank you to PDG Ted Beauregard.
