COMMITTEE REPORTS:

District Convention:  Lion Ada Ahrens passed out a handout asking for suggestions for this year’s convention. The convention is not DG Marty’s and it is not her convention. She will pick up the sheets at the end of the meeting. Using these suggestions the committee will meet and start making plans for our convention.

The 1st President’s Gathering held on July 25th was a success. There 36 attendees. A second gathering is being planned. There will not be a recruitment program this year. LCIF:  PDG Lion Tommy Thompson reported that the Eye Clinic at St. Vincent Charity Hospital would be receiving a grant from LCIF in the amount of $6,797 for the refurbishing the exam rooms.

Toys for Tots:  PDG Lion Tommy Thompson announced that this year there will be more children in need, so please ask your clubs to open their hearts and give more toys.

Youth Exchange: Lion Jim Klages hopes to have 4 exchange students by next year.

Public Relations/Promotion:  PDG Lion Jim Ferritto and Lion Renee Silvaroli are compiling a contact list of local newspapers that may be used for publishing Lions Club news items.

OLERF: Lion Ada had good news. In August OLERF gave away $121,000 in grants for eye research to 6 different institutions in Ohio. Case Western Reserve University (CWRU) received a grant in the amount of $26,500, which is more that District 13C gave at the Parade of Checks.

Resolution to Add LCIF to the Parade of Checks: Lion Jim Klagas moved, Lion Jeff Ennis seconded, to adopt the Resolution to add LCIF as a member of the Parade of Checks. Motion carried.  Point of clarification, made by PDG Carol Lester, with the approval of this resolution the District will vote at our convention to amend the District By-Laws. Therefore the first year that LCIF will be on the Parade of Checks will be 2012. 

NEW BUSINESS:

“Lions Share of Life” is a District wide joint partnership with the American Red Cross. The Cabinet of District 13C hereby urges the Lions Clubs of District 13C to support the “Lions Share of Life” program by encouraging local clubs to adopt local community blood drives, volunteering and recruiting family and friends to donate blood at the blood drives and, where appropriate, to encourage local Lions Clubs members to volunteer their time to assist at local blood drives in their communities. PDG Lion Dona Klages moved, Lion Jeff Ennis seconded, to adopt the Resolution of The District 13C Cabinet in support of the Lions Share of Life, a Joint Project with the American Red Cross. Motion carried.

Prevent Blindness Ohio/OCVS: Lion Ray Dellmore spoke about partnering with GALEP & the Lions Eye Clinic at St. Vincent Charity Hospital to provide eyeglasses without cost. They have the funds but not the manpower. 

North Coast Lions support Lion Wallie Burnett as a candidate for 2nd Vice District Governor.
