Section 1. Date and Place of Convention

A Convention of Multiple District 13 – Ohio Lions, Inc. shall be held on the third full weekend starting Friday, Saturday and Sunday, in May of each year. Arrangements are to be made by the Multiple District Secretary two or more years in advance and approved by the sitting Council of Governors.

Rationale for approval:

The current requirement for convention locations to be selected and placed under contract is too restrictive.  Convention center and hotel contracts may not be honored as facilities are sold. The quality and location provided by a facility may deteriorate during a five year period, yet the Ohio Lions have no option but to honor the contract.  In addition, difficulties in projecting future attendance may cause the facility to be too small to host a larger-than-expected convention.

With the exception of members of a designated Campus Lions club, to provide revenue to defray the administrative expenses of each District, an annual per capita district fund tax of one dollar and eighty-four cents ($1.84) shall be levied upon members in the District in payments as specified in ARTICLE VI, Section 1. New Language:

ARTICLE X
Multiple District Dispute Resolution Procedure

Section 1. DISPUTES SUBJECT TO PROCEDURE.

All disputes relative to membership, club boundaries, or interpretation, breach of, or application of the multiple district constitution and by-laws, or any policy or procedure adopted from time to time by the multiple district council of governors, or any other internal Lions multiple district matter that cannot be satisfactorily resolved through other means, arising between any clubs or sub-districts in the multiple district, or any club(s) or sub-district(s) and the multiple district administration, shall be settled by the following dispute resolution procedure. Any time limits specified

in this procedure may be shortened or extended by the multiple district council chairperson, conciliators or the International Board of Directors (or its designee) upon a showing of good cause. All parties to any dispute subject to this procedure shall not pursue administrative or judicial actions during this dispute resolution process.

Section 2. COMPLAINTS AND FILING FEE. 

Any Lions club in good standing or sub-district within the association (the “complainant”) may file a written request with the council chairperson (a “complaint”) asking that dispute resolution take place under this procedure. The complaint must be filed with the council chairperson within thirty (30) days after the complainant(s) knew or should have known of the occurrence of the event upon which the complaint is based. The complainant(s) must submit minutes signed by the club or cabinet secretary certifying that a resolution in support of filing the complaint has been adopted by a majority of the entire membership of the club or district cabinet.

A complaint filed under this procedure must be accompanied by a US$750.00 filing fee, or its equivalent in the respective national currency, payable by each complainant to the multiple district which shall be submitted to the council chairperson at the time the complaint is filed. In the event the complaint is settled or withdrawn prior to a final decision by the conciliators, US$100.00 shall be retained by the multiple district as an administrative fee and US$325.00 shall be refunded to the complainant and US$325.00 shall be paid to the respondent (which shall be shared on an equal basis if there is more than one respondent). In the event the selected conciliators find the complaint to have merit and the complaint is upheld, US$100.00 shall be retained by the multiple district as an administrative fee and US$650.00 shall be refunded to the complainant. In the event the selected conciliators deny the complaint for any reason, US$100.00 shall be retained by the multiple district as an administrative fee and US$650.00 shall be paid to the respondent (which shall be shared on an equal basis if there is more than one respondent). In the event the complaint is not settled, withdrawn, upheld or denied within the time frames established by this procedure (unless an extension has been granted for good cause), then the entire fee will be automatically retained by the multiple district as an administrative fee and shall not be refunded to any party. All expenses incurred relative to this dispute resolution procedure are the responsibility of the multiple district, unless established multiple district policy provides that all expenses incurred relative to this dispute resolution procedure shall be paid on an equal basis by the parties to the dispute.

Section 3. RESPONSE TO COMPLAINT. 

The respondent(s) to the complaint may file a written response to the complaint with the council chairperson within ten (10) days of receiving notice of the complaint. A copy of the response shall be sent to the complainant(s).

Section 4. CONFIDENTIALITY. 

Once a complaint has been filed, communications between the complainant(s), respondent(s), council chairperson and conciliators should be kept confidential to the extent possible.

Section 5. SELECTION OF CONCILIATORS.

Within fifteen (15) days of filing the complaint, each party to the dispute shall select one (1) neutral conciliator, who shall be a past district governor, preferably a past council chairperson, who is currently a member in good standing of a club in good standing, other than a club which is a party to the dispute, in the multiple district in which the dispute arises, and shall be impartial on the matter in dispute and without loyalties to any party to the dispute. The selected conciliators shall select one (1) neutral conciliator who will serve as chairperson, and who shall be a past international director and is currently a member in good standing of a club in good standing, other than a club which is a party to the dispute, in the multiple district in which the dispute arises, and shall be impartial on the matter in dispute and without loyalties to any party to the dispute. In the event there is no neutral past international director who may be selected from within the multiple district in which the dispute arises, the selected conciliators may select one (1) neutral conciliator/chairperson who shall be a past international director and is a member of a club in good standing outside the respective multiple district. The selected conciliators’ decision relative to the selection of the conciliator/chairperson shall be final and binding. Upon completion of the selection process, the conciliators shall be deemed appointed with all authority appropriate and necessary to resolve or decide the dispute in accordance with this procedure. In the event the selected conciliators cannot agree on the selection of the conciliator/chairperson within fifteen (15) days, then the selected conciliators shall be automatically deemed to have resigned for administrative reasons and the parties must select new conciliators (“the second team of selected conciliators”) who shall then select one (1) neutral conciliator/chairperson in accordance with the selection procedures and requirements described above. In the event the second team of selected conciliators cannot agree on the selection of the conciliator/chairperson from within the multiple district in which the dispute arises, the selected conciliators may select one (1) neutral conciliator/chairperson who shall be a past international director and is a member of a club in good standing outside the respective multiple district. In the event the second team of selected conciliators cannot agree on the selection of the conciliator/chairperson from within or outside the multiple district in which the dispute arises, then the past international director who most recently served on the International Board of Directors from within the multiple district in which the dispute arises or from an adjacent multiple district, whichever is closest in proximity, shall be appointed as conciliator/chairperson.

Section 6. CONCILIATION MEETING & DECISION OF CONCILIATORS. 

Upon being appointed, the conciliators shall arrange a meeting of the parties for the purpose of conciliating the dispute. The meeting shall be scheduled within thirty (30) days of the appointment of the conciliators. The objective of

the conciliators shall be to find a prompt and amicable resolution to the dispute. If such conciliation efforts are unsuccessful, the conciliators shall have the authority to issue their decision relative to the dispute. The conciliators shall issue their decision in writing no later than thirty (30) days after the date on which the initial meeting of the parties was held, and the decision shall be final and binding on all parties. The written decision shall be signed by all the conciliators, with the dissent of any conciliator properly noted, and a copy of the written decision shall be provided

to all parties, the multiple district council chairperson, the multiple district council of governors and, upon request, to the Legal Division of Lions Clubs International. The decision of the conciliators must be consistent with any applicable provisions of the International, Multiple District and District Constitutions and By-Laws and policies of the International Board of Directors, and is subject to the authority of and further review by the International Board of Directors at the sole discretion of the International Board of Directors or its designee. Failure to comply with the final and binding decision of the conciliators constitutes conduct unbecoming a Lion and is subject to loss of membership privileges and/or charter cancellation.

This is the Lions Club International procedure for resolving disputes.  It beats Ohio Lions suing each other.

For the purpose of administration, Multiple District 13 – Ohio Lions, Inc., shall be divided into ten districts:

designated as District 13A, District 13B, District 13C, District 13D, District 13E, District 13F, District 13G,

District 13H, District 13J and District 13K. [The boundaries are described in Appendix A.] Each Sub-District

comprising Multiple District 13 shall be divided into two Regions by the District Governor in concurrence with the

District Nominations And Elections

SECTION 2. 2nd Vice Governor Endorsement

The 2nd Vice Governor shall be elected from alternate regions (example given if elected from Region I this year

should be elected from Region II next year.). In the event, the District Governor shall have received no endorsement

for a candidate from the appropriate region by November 1, then the District Governor may declare that a candidate

may be elected from either region. In the following year, the 2nd Vice Governor shall again be elected from the

opposite region from that of the 2nd Vice Governor just elected, unless the provisions of this section apply.

Duties

SECTION 2. 1st Vice Governor’s Duties

I. At the request of the District Governor supervise appropriate District Committees; and

J. He/she shall visit each Club in his/her assigned Region at least once each year.

SECTION 3. 2nd Vice Governor’s Duties

A. He/she shall assist the District Governor in arrangements for meetings in his/her assigned Region; and

C. He/she shall visit each Club in his/her assigned Region at least once each year, particularly on the occasion of

greeting new members, presenting keys and awards, which occasions are entitled to the attendance of a District

Officer; and

1. ARTICLE IV

STATE ORGANIZATION

Section 1. Number of Districts

For the purpose of administration, Multiple District 13 – Ohio Lions, Inc., shall be divided into ten districts:

designated as District 13A, District 13B, District 13C, District 13D, District 13E, District 13F, District 13G,

District 13H, District 13J and District 13K. [The boundaries are described in Appendix A.]  

Bylaws

Article II Section 2 1st Vice Governor’s Duties

I. At the request of the District Governor supervise appropriate District Committees.

Rationale for approval:

Lions Club International has now followed the lead of MD13 and recognized a Second Vice Governor position.  In addition, LCI has stated the required qualifications for a candidate for Second Vice Governor.  In an Email received May 27, 2010, the LCI Legal Division has indicated that the current practice of “Region 1 then Region 2” qualifies as an additional requirement and is not allowed.

This amendment will eliminate references in the Multiple District 13 – Ohio Lions, Inc constitution to region duties and the requirement to have only two regions.  This provides the most flexibility on districts and their respective constitutions.

This amendment requires a 2/3 vote (See MD13 Constitution, Article XI, Section2.).
