The Cleveland Host Club’s membership consisted of 4 to 5 active members in 1999 and was dwindling when their meetings were held at St. Vincent’s Charity Hospital.  King Lion Bob Range realized this and changed their meeting location to Grace Hospital recruiting several people from Grace Hospital including Lion Mary Chentnik. Lion Mary became a Lion in 1999.  Lion Mary was appointed as membership chairmen in her first year, and became secretary her second year and has been secretary ever since of the Cleveland Host Club.  

Lion Mary felt that she was always looking for interesting speakers to have talk at her club meetings. Lion Mary explained,  “We never could feel a purpose or a goal and needed a sense of accomplishment”.  That was until she asked Chris Keller from Habitat for Humanity to speak at one of her club meetings.  Intrigued with the purpose that Habitat for Humanity provided.  Lion Mary entertained the idea with her club on taking on this cause as a goal.  The club agreed.  

Lion Mary researched Lions International and found they 

had a “Core 4 Program” in place providing funding for half of the cost for a home if a resident of the home were handicap.  Joining in efforts with Habitat for Humanity, MBNA, and The Cleveland Browns Lion Mary spearheaded an idea that would just need one more thing; District Cabinet approval. Under the direction of District Governor Lion Tom Nizen the Cabinet approved the Cleveland Host’s clubs efforts.  Lion Mary admits “I never even attended a zone meeting and here I was putting on a presentation for the District Cabinet being only a year in the Lions.  They kept calling me Beverly and said I was the project chairman for the club” at the cabinet meeting. The Cabinet approved the idea and the club moved forward.  

The Donna Clark family was found needy with a 21year old blind daughter and a 12year old son.  They became the cause for the Cleveland Host Club’s efforts and the goal the club so badly needed.  Raising $15,000.00 in three years time from contributions from North Coast Business, Cardinal Health, 50/50 raffles, donations, 

Night at the Races Fundraisers.  Their goal was accomplished.  They even sold over $1,000.00 in raffle ticket sales, which their club never did before.  Lion Mary explained, “Lots of people just rolled up their sleeves and helped”.  Even Lion Mary put in 8 hours of time insolating the house on what seemed to be the hottest day of the year.  Lion PDG Jim Ferritto gave a speech for the opening of the two-story house on 68th Street.  The dedication was just this past March.

Now Lion Mary is looking for another cause for their now 17 active members of the Cleveland Host Lions Club.  But the joining of Habitat for Humanity, Lions International, and the Donna Clark Family is what makes Lion Mary Chentnik truly an inspiring Lion.

“District 13-C Lions Information Center”

Lions Eye Clinic at St. Vincent’s Hospital

In 1970, the International Assoc. of Lions Clubs approved the Lions Eye Clinic at St. Vincent Charity Hospital.  Since its opening we have treated more than 100,000 people.  We are only one of seven Clinics in the country.  The Lions of District 13C have undertaken permanent support of this project.

The Lions Eye Clinic provides a complete range of services from eye examinations, dispensing and fitting of glasses, diagnosis and treatment of eye diseases, as well as surgery for cataracts, glaucoma, detached retina, and other eye problems.  

In 2003 we provided 558 pairs of glasses & 19 operations totaling $74,986.  More than three quarters of this money is provided through the Parade of Checks form District 13C.  Additional funds are supported from Grants, and the Lions Eye Clinic fundraiser.

The applications submitted by Lions Clubs, on behalf of people they feel are deserving, are processed immediately.  The committee reviews the applications weekly.  They are in most cases approved by the committee, and an appointment is set up for them to have their eyes examined by a doctor.  After they receive a prescription, they go across the hall to order their glasses.  If your Club needs applications, please contact the Lions Eye Clinic at (216) 363-2500.  We will make sure your Club receives them immediately.  Your Clubs support the Lions Eye Clinic.  We are here first to serve the Lions Club referrals.

We have recently created an Endowment fund.  We established the endowment, to create a legacy that lives forever.  To ensure that operating expenses will be covered and that the programs will continue to meet the growing need for its service.  If you would like to make a gift or bequest of $100.00 or more, you will have an opportunity to place a name plate in honor of a “Family”, “Recognition of”, or “In Memory of”.  This nameplate will be placed on our Giving Plaque, which will be displayed at St. Vincent Hospital.  Remember your contribution is Tax Deductible.  

The Lions Eye Clinic Reverse Raffle will be held on November 5, 2004.  With this Raffle we also have a Silent Auction, and Bingo.  Tickets are available at $75.00 per couple or $50.00 for a single person.   If you have something you would like to donate to the Silent Auction, please contact Lion Pam Abrams at (440) 582-0709.  If interested in purchasing a ticket, please contact your Zone Delegate or the Lions Eye Clinic.  Hope to see you there.

In summary, we would like to thank the Lions of District 13C for their support, and we hope that you will continue to support The Lions Eye Clinic at St. Vincent’s Charity Hospital.
