I. Called to Order - District Governor Lion Carol Lester called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

IV. Dinner – Meeting called back to order by District Governor Carol Lester at 8:05 p.m.


V. Protocol  - Established by District Parliamentarian Lion John Tigue.

VI. Introduction – District Governor Lion Carol introduced the head table, everyone else in the room introduced themselves.

VII. Minutes – The minutes from the August 18th 2004 Cabinet meeting were accepted with the following change.  Lion John Tigue said it needs to be clarified that under New Business, Roman Numeral XVII.  Resolution on changing the by-laws to reflect $2.00 increase.  This was a resolution to change so that the $2.00 increase can easily be reactivated each year.  It is already on the books. VIII. Treasurer’s  Report – Lion Neil had copies of the current 4 month financial report.  At this time we have a balance of $15,422, of which $8314. is in checking account and $7108 is in a certificate of deposit.  Lion John Tigue made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report, subject to financial review.  2nd Lion Cindy Palmentera.  Motion Carried.

Deputy District Governor Comments – DDG Lion Ken Marshall spoke about membership.  He has had clubs ask; “Is there a way to get new members”.  District 13B has an effective program, and we will be adopting that program.  District Governor Carol will be obtaining this information and will get back to us shortly.

Vice District Governors Comments – VDG Lion Grant Frazier advised they are looking for a Deputy District Governor from Region II.  If anyone is interested, please step forward and contact the Governor or Vice District Governor and let them know.

District Governor Comments – DG Lion Carol advised the PDG Lion Ed Green has resigned as State Candy Day Chairman.  Lion Terry Bower has accepted the position.  Now we have a vacancy for Candy Day Chairman at the District level.  If you are interested contact Governor Lion Carol or Lion Terry Bower.  DG Lion Carol welcomed to the Cabinet PDG Lion Tommy Thompson, relocated from California.  He has accepted the position of Extension Chairman.  On the District Leadership Committee, joining Lions Terry Bower & John Tigue, is Lion Wallie Burnett. On the State level, the Core 4 grant needed a project Chairman.  DG Lion Carol has been appointed that position.  Women in Lionism has a new initiative.  An award has been proposed for exceptional women in service.  Pending approval, we are calling it a Helen Keller Award.  Zone Chairmen received this information, and we are asking for letters to be sent out in your community to someone you feel deserves to be recognized with this award.  The Zone Chairmen also received information regarding a Coast Guard family in need of assistance.  Their child is in need of a band to reshape his skull.  The insurance companies have turned him down, advising it is considered cosmetic surgery.  DG Lion Carol thanked everyone who turned in their survey form, and if you have not yet turned one in, please get it in as soon as possible. 



State Level – On a sad note, we want to let you know what is happening at the State Office.  We have completed the audits for 2001-2002, 2002-2003, & 2003-2004.  Two credit cards had some expenses, which are unexplainable.  These cards have been cancelled.  It looks as if a bond was not taken out until 12/2003.  Federal, State & Local taxes had not been paid.  Some things may have been paid, but no paper trail can be found. The Council of Governors is trying to get this resolved as quickly as possible.  All tax payments have now been made, so we are current on Federal, State & Local taxes.  Items are still being investigated at this time.  The Council of Governors has obtained Legal Council in an attempt to recover funds through a settlement agreement or to pursue prosecution.  Steps are already in progress to make sure this does not happen again.  Some of these changes will need to be made to the By-Laws.  Measures have already been set into motion, that all checks issued need to be signed by two separate parties.  All deposits need to have a list of what they are applied to.  Rather then just a Secretary/Treasurer, there will also be a position for a treasurer and secretary separately.  There are still several things to be worked out, but if you have any questions, please contact Governor Carol and if she can provide you with an answer she will, if not she will contact someone who can.

Zone Chairman Reports – All Zones except Zone1 submitted their reports in writing.  Copies were available to all Board Members.

Zone 1 Lion Kim Thomas  - Lion Kim advised that three clubs are growing, and four clubs have asked for help from the Healthy Club Initiative.  Will be doing visitation to all the clubs.  Ashtabula celebrated their 60th anniversary with PID Floyd Newbury as their speaker.

Zone 2 Lion Wallie Burnett  - Lion Wallie said her visitations are almost done.  As a Zone project Zone 2 collected comfort items for the troops.  A new project for June is the Children Services of Lake County.  Healthy Club Initiative not going that well.  New project was presented to DG Lion Carol as a District project.  Operation Paperback, to ship books to the troops and pay for postage.
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Zone 3 Lion Bob Gutfranski – Lion Bob said most clubs are doing well.  The ones that are not, he will make sure he visits with.  Gave a summary of all the clubs upcoming events.

Zone 4 Lion Dan Lester – Lion Dan has been fairly successful in obtaining surveys from many of the clubs.  A few clubs have asked for assistance in fundraising and other activities, and Lion Dan will attempt to respond as well as possible.

Zone 5 Lion Marty Dennis – For Lion Marty’s Zone Meeting they took up a toy collection for Summit County Children Services and also collected $565.00 in cash.  Visitations are slow but study.  Akron Goodyear Heights not doing well.  Think they may be folding.

Zone 6 Lion Cindy Palmentera – Lion Cindy’s 1st Zone Meeting was 9/2004.  A summery of the Tool Box was handed out to all Club Presidents.  A new member of the Wadsworth Club PDG Tommy Thompson has been working with Toys for Tots for some years.  At the 11/18/04 Zone Meeting for those wishing to participate were asked to bring an unwrapped toy to participate in the Toys for Tots program.
