CALL TO ORDER:

District Governor Lion Maggie Dellmore call the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

SECRETARY’S REPORT:





Cabinet Secretary Lion Mary Chentnik noted that minutes are available on the website and everyone had an opportunity to review these minutes.   District Governor Lion Maggie Dellmore asked there were any changes to the minutes of November 15, 2007.  Lion John Tigue noted two changes, one on page 3 which should report that the Parade of Check recipients’ financial reports through December 31, 2007 are due on February 1, 2008.  The other change on the top of page 4 should be Willoughby Evening Lions Club.  Lion John Tigue made a motion to approve the minutes with the above noted changes, seconded by PDG John Hrovat.  Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT:   




IPDG Lion Ken Marshall noted that we now have “HOG’s” which are just gussied up “HO’s” or “Huband of the District Governor”.  The financial reports were available on the table, the first side shows the District budget to-date and the back showed the Convention worksheet.  There have been no expenditures so for the District Convention.  The LCI reimbursement will appear on the next Financial Report.  A motion was made by Lion Dan Lester to approve the financial reports as presented, seconded by Lion Wallie Burnett   Motion carried.  
COUNCIL OF GOVERNOR’S CHAIRPERSON:





Lions Mike Gordon discussed the upcoming audit of the State Finances which will be completed by March 15th.  This Audit will also include the Quest program.  He noted that the State Convention will be held at University Plaza and there will be a speaker from Texas to present.  The cost will be less next year for the Council of Governor’s meeting which will be held at the Drury Inn in Grove City.  They have a hot continental breakfast only, no lunch or dinner, but box lunches were made available.  He noted that there will be a straw vote at the State Convention relative to the re-districting and regular delegates will vote to merge or re-district.  Then another straw vote will be held relative to the selected map and whether they wish to continue.  He noted that Districts that have had a decrease in member are keeping level with those that are down and working to increase their membership.

District Governor Lion Maggie Dellmore recognized the PDG’s present at the meeting, PDG Neil Bevere, PDG Jim Ferritto, PDG Grant Frazier, PDG John Hrovat, PDG Carol Lester, and PDG Ken Marshall.  She reported that Lion Bill Wade, Zone 6 Chairperson, has resigned due to health issues.  She noted that we will need someone to fill his position.  Lion Ada Ahrens has volunteered to complete his term this year.  




The Tallmadge Lions Club has voted to support PDG Grant Frazier and endorse him as Vice District Governor for 2008-2009.  Lion Marty Dennis will be voted on at the convention for the position of Deputy District Governor for 2008-2009.  





Lion Ray Dellmore and Lion Apache were congratulated for being appointed as Lake MetroPark Companion Dog Patrol members.  They will walk the parks for four hours at a time and wear a designated shirt and vest to signify their postions.

District 13B is making arrangements for a bus to travel to the US/Canada Forum in September.  They will pick-up passengers in Fostoria and at Port Clinton.  Cost will be $470 for the bus and $400 for four nights of accommodation.  It is a two day trip up and two day trip back.  Lion Bob Rayl from the Chardon Lions Club that their Bike Raffle be announced.  This will occur at the Maple Festival, tickets are $2.00 and the grand prize will be a bicycle worth $500.  





PDG Neil Bevere wanted to congratulate Lion Dan Lester relative to the PDG page on the District website.  This site now consists of pictures of all the Governors from District C from 1965 to the present and the Club they represented.  There are some pictures missing, but these are being updated to include all very soon.
ZONE CHAIRMAN REPORTS:

ZONE 1:


Lion Ken Powell
reported his second Zone meeting was sponsored by Ashtabula Lions Club on February 17th.  He reported that his Zone Clubs have been very busy with food banks, eyecare, membership recruitment and fund raising.  He believes that some members may be lost due the increase in dues at the Club level, but hopes that this will also make the clubs stronger.  He suggested that re-districting be based on services provided to the community and not size.  He noted that inactive members may need to be dropped.  His Zone is planning their Ice Cream Social at the District Convention.  Their next Zone meeting will be March 20th and sponsored by the Conneaut Lions Club at Buchia Vineyards. 





Lion Ruth Powell announced that the Conneaut Lions Club is having their Reverse Raffle on  April 26th which will be a Prime Rib Dinner and a main board of $3,500.  Tickets are $60 for the first and $25 for the second.  Prizes will be awarded to at least ten people and there is a cast prize for every 25 tickets pulled.  
ZONE 2:


Lion Chuck Barton noted an award was recewived by the Willoughby Lions Club from the Rotary for the Civic Orgnaization of the Year.  Their Easter egg hunt will be March 5.  Their pancake breakfasts have been very successful  Zone 2 has seen an increased in membership as follows:  ChardonLions Clube -2, Highland Heights Lions Club +2, Willoughby Evening +3, Willoughby Hills +1 and Northcoast +2 for a total of 10 new members, thus meeting their goal.  The Willoughby Evening Club is sponsoring the Nite at the Races at the District Convention, no reservations have been received yet.  There are 25-30 horses left.  Cost will be $35 per person without a horse which gives you $10 to gamble and a meal, a couple cost is $60.  The cost with a horse is $25. Chesterland’s football season is about over and they have an upcoming reverse raffle and Safety Town.  Their next meeting will be in April.

ZONE 4:


Lion Mary Chentnik reported that she has met with all of her clubs with the exception of Strongsville and Westlake.  The Brookpark Lions Club has 9 members at this time and no current activities to report.  North Royalton has a Reverse Raffle and Dinner Dance scheduled for April 25th.  Their flag dedication will be on May 26th.  Broadview Heights Lions Club has an Easter Egg Hunt scheduled the Saturday before Easter at the Broadview Hts. City Hall.  Cleveland Host is proud to announce that they have 13 new members.  They are working on coming up with a project list and fund raising ideas.  The last Zone meeting was held on November 28th and PDG Grant Frazier presented on Diabetes, Lion Wallie Burnett presented on Membership and PDG Tommy Thompson was there to discuss Campaign Sight First II and Toys for Tots.  The next Zone meeting will be held on March 20th at Grumpy’s Restaurant on W. 14th in Tremont.  This meeting will be sponsored by the Cleveland Host Lions Club.

These reports also will be made part of the Convention Booklet.  AT this time it was noted several of the recipients have not yet filed their report, therefore, Lion John Tigue made a motion to approve these reports in absentia and that letters be sent to those who have not submitted their reports to file these with the District Governor within the next week.  This motion was seconded by PDG Carol Lester.  Motion Carried.  Lion John Tigue also noted that the By-Laws on the web site are not the current version which were updated in 2005 and he will make sure this gets updated.  
Campaign Sight First II – District Governor Maggie Dellmore asked that Zone Chairs submit their reports to PDG Tommy Thompson.

Last year we had more gamblers than volunteer dealers and we could have made much more money had more volunteered.  Volunteers are only asked to be there in 2 hour intervals.  The event this year will be May 29th through June 1st and will be in the Power House.
