To a Hardworking Cleveland Family

CLEVELAND, OHIO- A place to call home.  On Thursday, March 18, 2004, Donna Clark and her family will celebrate the completion of her new home.  After completing over 500 volunteer hours and working with many dedicated volunteers, she and her family will finally be moving in later this month.  Despite struggles throughout the years, Donna Clark managed to offer her free time to volunteer with Habitat – on her house, in the office and with other Habitat families.

Donna works at Hope Academy and has two children – Michael and Quiana.  Michael attends Hope Academy and loves to skate and play video games. Quiana is visually impaired, but tries not to let her handicap keep her from accomplishing goals she sets for herself.
Cleveland Host Lions Club, Lions Club International Foundation (LCIF), First Energy, MBNA, The Cleveland Browns, and Federal Home Loan Bank helped sponsor the Clark Family House Project.  Plus, dedicated volunteers – led by a group from Bay Presbyterian Church as well as the Lutheran Churches of Greater Cleveland – helped make the weekly construction of this home a reality.

In addition, a group of college students from Texas Lutheran University will be participating in the dedication event as well.  These students have driven from Texas to volunteer with Cleveland Habitat during their spring break.

Greater Cleveland Habitat for Humanity (GCHFH), founded in 1987, has provided assistance to over 100 families in the greater Cleveland area who have finally become homeowners.  GCHFH involves the community in the process of revitalizing neighborhoods including residents, congregations, community organizations and public/private entities.  Donna Clark’s home would not have been possible without the generous support of donors, and the many hardworking volunteers and leaders in Central Cleveland, including Councilman Frank Jackson.

Habitat for Humanity provides low-income working families an opportunity to make investments in themselves and their futures by building and buying their own Habitat home.  All Habitat families are heavily involved with the construction of their home by working 500 hours on site side-by-side with volunteers.  Cleveland Habitat Partner families purchase their home with a no-interest, no-profit, 20-year mortgage.  Habitat for Humanity is dedicated to helping families become successful homeowners, to giving parents a chance to create a better life for their children and to adding valuable new “stakeholders” to Cleveland’s neighborhoods.
