Vice District Governor’s Comments

As most of you have already heard, we are working on re-zoning our district.  The reason for re-zoning is rather simple.  At one time Lions District 13C had over 1800 members and 63 clubs.  Currently we have 46 clubs and 1340 members.  This represents a decrease of approximately 25%.  The 8 zones that we currently have vary in size from 4 clubs in a zone to 7 clubs.  The other reason is we are having issues getting people interested in being zone chairs.  The obligations of a zone chair are to hold 3 zone meetings per year, attend 4 cabinet meetings per year, attend the district convention and visit each club in your respective zone one time.  It is a great way to meet other lions and find out about other clubs and your district.  It is a way to make a difference!

The comments from the membership regarding the re-zoning have been positive for the most part.  Most members are looking forward to new friendships with an expanded group of fellow Lions.  These new friendships will provide opportunities to learn about other clubs’ activities and functions.  

In order to avoid confusion, the numbering scheme of the new zones will be aligned more with the present system.  So we will share an updated plan in the near future.
