To the Lions of District C, the following is a heads up on the proposed Constitution & By-Laws changes that will be presented for your review and vote at the State Convention this coming May. I will also make a presentation on these proposed changes at our District convention in April.



Proposed Changes:



CONSTITUTION:
 1) Article VI Section 4B; 

Change this section to read: 

"The International Convention Fund shall be used by the International Convention Committee for suitable facilities and events for Ohio Delegates, and for the promotion of Ohio."
Article VI 4C; 

Remove the following: 

"Each year's balance shall be carried over in the State Council Fund excepting that any excess over two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) at the fiscal year's end shall be placed in the Ohio Lions Promotional Fund."
Article VI Section 4 E; 

Remove this section and renumber sections.

2) Article VI, Section 7; 

Following the word audit (3 times) add the words: 

AND/OR FINANCIAL REVIEW. 

In addition following the words Multiple District Secretary Treasurer add the words PROVIDED THAT A FULL AUDIT IS CONDUCTED NOT LESS THAN EVERY 5TH YEAR BEGINNING WITH THE 2002-2003 AUDIT.



BY-LAWS:
 3) Article I, Section I; 

Shall be changed to read that the Gov., Vice Gov., & Deputy Gov. be elected by SECRET BALLOT.
 4) Article III Standing Committees (sections 1,2,3,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12, 13); 

The term limits for ALL STANDING COMMITTEES is proposed to be

changed to read as follows: 

A member in good standing may serve two (2) consecutive terms and then be ineligible for appointment to this committee until one (1) Lions calendar year (July1 through June 30) has elapsed from the end of his/her appointment.
