Matching Grant Offer

There have been several inquiries about this program from District 13-C.

Before getting into that, we all know about Sunday’s (November 10th) 5:00 PM Tornado activity roaring thru Ohio and the damage it caused. Well, O.L.F. has responded with Disaster Relief in amounts of $3,000 to $5,000 each to Lions clubs in; Fostoria, Van Wert, Port Clinton, Catawba Island, Tiffin, and Grove Hill. These grants will be used for; food, clothing, bedding, eating supplies, medical care, sanitation and clean up materials, temporary shelter and security things such as tarps, plywood and the like. Basically, essentials needed for this emergency period. This is how O.L.F. disburses the funds your Lion Clubs Donate. A gratitude of “THANKS” to all for your support!

Back to talk about these Video Magnifiers. Following is the complete requirement as set-up by the O.L.F. Board of Trustees:

1. Matching grants may be awarded in the amount of $1,500 each toward the cost of acquiring qualified low-vision readers/video magnifier devices to be placed in public libraries.

2. As a condition for eligibility for matching grants under this program, all grant requests shall be accompanied by a letter from an authorized representative of the 

recipient public library confirming  

(a) the need for the equipment, (b) that a suitable location is available within the library, (c) that the library will accept ownership of the equipment, and (d) that the library will agree to properly maintain the equipment:

3. A permanent plaque will be placed on each unit acknowledging that the unit was provided by [name of participating Lions Club] and the Ohio Lions Foundation;

 4.    Once a matching grant has been approved by the Foundation, the participating Lions Club will have a period of twelve months from the date of approval of the grant in which to raise the necessary matching funds;

5. A total of ten matching grants of $1,500.00 each have been currently budgeted for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2003;

6. Initially, grants under this program will be limited to one grant per Lions Club per fiscal year;

7. If more than ten qualified applications for grants are received during the fiscal year ending June 30, 2003, the additional requests will automatically be place at the top of the list for the following year without necessity of a filing new application’

8. The Foundation’s Executive Committee is authorized to award grants under this program after determining that the foregoing requirements have been satisfied;

9. Grant applications must be submitted in writing by the participating Lions Club and may be submitted in writing either through the district trustee or directly to the Secretary: Jeffrey  W. Brantner, Secretary, Ohio Lions Foundation,

Where Do All Those Used Eyeglasses Go?

The majority of the glasses collected by the Lions Clubs of District 13-C are taken to The Eye Clinic at St. Vincent Hospital. They are then boxed up and delivered to the Ohio State University College of Optometry at Columbus, Ohio (The home of SVOSH). A smaller portion of glasses find there way to The United Methodist Church of Pandora, Ohio (The home of VOSH/OHIO). Once received by either of these groups they are cleaned, examined and categorized by prescription. They are then carefully stored by prescription until taken by either group on their travels to Third World countries.

What is SVOSH?

SVOSH stands for Student Volunteer Optometric Services to Humanity.

· The students at the Ohio State University College of Optometry became affiliated with VOSH International in 1984

· SVOSH/OSU has traveled on missions to the Dominican Republic, Venezuela, Costa Rica, Guyana, Ecuador, Belize, Mexico and several other counties in order to apply their Optometric skills to bettering the lives of others.

What are the benefits provided by SVOSH/OSU?

* A SVOSH mission may mean clear, comfortable vision for the first time in their lives.

* Often a simple pair of eyeglasses, which so many of us take for granted, will allow a man or woman to perform simple tasks such as hammering a nail or threading a needle. This could aid them in earning a living and allow them to provide food and shelter for their family.

* An exam also means the detection of a debilitating disease while it is still treatable.

* Thanks to the Ohio Lions generous contributions during the 2001/2002 Lion’s year, students will be again planning two trips during the summer of 2002.

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Amendment to By-Laws of Lions Eye Clinic Inc.

This is a proposed amendment to the Constitution establishing an Endowment Fund. It will be voted on at the January Delegates meeting. The secretary will send out notification 30 days before the delegate meeting,

ESTABLISHMENT OF ENDOWMENT FUND

   There shall be established a separate account or accounts known as the Lions Eye Clinic Inc. Permanent Endowment Fund. Designated gifts of money or property may be made to the fund by any person or entity. 

  The funds and/or property so donated shall be held at all times separate and distinct from all other Eye Clinic Inc. funds.

   No property will be accepted which is restricted as to use or disposition, except as to purposes of the Eye Clinic.

OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS OF FUND

   The Officers and Directors of the Lions Eye Clinic Inc. shall be the Officers and Directors of the Lions Eye Clinic Permanent Endowment Fund. They shall from time to time as necessary make decisions regarding the management of the fund. 

   Subject to approval and supervision of the Eye Clinic Board of Directors, the treasurer of Eye Clinic Inc., serving as treasurer of the Endowment Fund, shall invest and account for the Endowment Fund assets as a separate line item in his/her budget and financial reports.

   The President at his/her discretion may appoint an assistant treasurer.

FUND CHAIRMAN

   The President of the Lions Eye Clinic Inc. shall appoint a chairman of the Endowment Fund. Such Chairman shall serve a two (2) year term and may be reappointed to successive terms.

   The fund chairman will be responsible for developing promotional programs, including recognition for donors, for the Endowment Fund and will represent the Fund at Lions Conventions, Civic Events and in solicitations throughout the community.

   The Fund Chairperson will work in consultation and cooperation with the treasurer, with regard to investment management and distribution of Endowment Fund assets, subject to review of the Board of Directors.

USE OF FUNDS

   No distribution from Endowment Fund assets shall be made until the principal of the Fund consists of at least $100,000.

   At such time as the Fund reaches its minimum principal amount, all income will be subject to distribution. Such distributions shall be restricted to use for the operation of the Lions Eye Clinic for such specific purposes as decided by the Eye Clinic Board of Directors.

    Distributions will not be mandatory in any given year and undistributed income may be reinvested as part of the Endowment Fund. A ledger item of “undistributed income” will be maintained by the treasurer and funds so designated may be distributed in subsequent years.

DISSOLUTION OF CLINIC

   In the event that Lions Eye Clinic, Inc. would cease to exist, the Endowment Fund will be transferred to the District 13C of Lions International (or its successor if districts are renumbered). The District Officers and Cabinet will then function as the Officers and Directors of the Fund and the District Treasurer will be the Fund Treasurer. The Fund assets shall be held separately and distinctly and used for purposes as similar as possible to those for which it has been established.

   The District Governor shall have standing to petition the Probate Court of any County in District 13C for a declaratory judgment to decide disputed questions of use in disposition of the Fund should it revert to the District.

Diabetes Month

   Cardiovascular disease is the leading cause of death for more than 17 million Americans with diabetes, yet a recent survey shows that more than two-thirds of people with diabetes are not aware of their increased risk for the disease. According to the survey, recently commissioned by the American Diabetes Association (ADA) and the American College of Cardiology, three-quarters of respondents report having risk factors associated with cardiovascular disease such as high blood pressure or high cholesterol, but they fail to link these problems to their diabetes. During the month of November, National Diabetes Month, the information pamphlet Make the Link! Diabetes, Heart Disease and Stroke will be available to the public. This initiative emphasizes the need for comprehensive diabetes care that goes beyond lowering of blood sugar and targets other diabetes-related cardiovascular risk factors such as high blood pressure and cholesterol. 

   Diabetes is more than just managing blood glucose. It’s also about managing blood pressure and cholesterol. People with diabetes need to be better educated about their special vulnerability to cardiovascular disease-particularly heart attack and stroke. 

   One aspect of the Make a Link! Initiative highlights the “ABCs” of diabetes. A is for A1C test, a measure of average blood glucose over the last three months; B for blood pressure and C for cholesterol. For most people with diabetes, the American Diabetes Association recommends an A1C goal of less than 7, blood pressure lower than 130/80 and LDL (or “bad”) cholesterol less than 100. To help reach these “ABC” goals, people with diabetes follow a personal meal plan, exercise and most often take medication. People with diabetes should work closely with their health care provider to determine the best approach for treating their diabetes and preventing heart disease and stroke.

   The American Diabetes Association is the nation’s leading health organization supporting diabetes research, information and advocacy. Founded in 1940, the Association has offices in every region of the country, providing services to hundreds of communities. Locally there are Service Center Offices at 155 Ken Mar Parkway, Broadview Heights, and 1815 West Market Street in Akron.

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Resolution of The Ohio Lions District 13-C Cabinet Proposing an Amendment to the Ohio Lions District 13C Bylaws By Amendment of ArticleIX, Section 4, to Provide for District Authorized Dues.

WHEREAS, The Ohio Lions District 13C Bylaws were amended at the District 13C Convention on April 6, 2002 by the addition of a new Section 4 to the existing Article IX; and

WHEREAS, during the course of discussion on the proposed

Amendment it was agreed that the language to be adopted by the delegat4es needed clarification and that the delegates would trust the Cabinet to introduce clarifying language to be considered at the District 13C Convention to be held in 2003; and

WHEREAS, the District 13C Bylaws require a resolution, based on a proposed amendment presented to the District Governor and District Cabinet at least ninety (90) days prior to the regular District Convention of District 13C, which Convention is scheduled for March 21,22,23, 2003, and which resolution may be adopted by either a District Lions Club in good standing or by the District 13C Cabinet; and

WHEREAS, once said resolution is adopted, it must be presented by the District Cabinet to the District Convention delegates with recommendation for their consideration and vote; and

WHEREAS, the District Cabinet is required to give written notice of the proposed amendment to all Club Secretaries of record at least thirty (30) days prior to the District 13C Convention, which notice may be published in the District 13C Newsletter; and

WHEREAS, adoption of the proposed amendment shall be by simple majority vote of the Delegates in attendance and voting at the session where such amendment is to be considered; and

WHEREAS, this resolution has been prepared to meet the requirements of the Ohio Lions District 13C Bylaws for presentation of an amendment of to the Bylaws for adoption by the delegates to the annual District 13C Convention; and

WHEREAS, all requirements necessary to present this resolution will be met in a timely fashion for its consideration by the delegates at Convention;

NOW, therefore, be it resolved:

SECTION 1. The District 13C Cabinet herby recommends the adoption of an amendment to Article IX-CONVENTION AND RESERVE FUNDS to include an amended Sec. 4 as follows:

ARTICLE IX-CONVENTION AND RESERVE FUNDS AND DISTRICT DUES

Section 4.  In addition to any Ohio 

Lions, Inc. per capita                   State district fund tax, The District Cabinet May assess a District                   Dues charge of up to $2.00 per member to defray the administrative expenses of District 13C, SAID CHARGE TO BE LEVIED EACH YEAR AS NEEDED. THE AMOUNT HERIN AUTHORIZED TO BE LEVIED BY THE DISTRICT 13C CABINET SHALL NOT EXCEED $2 IN TOTAL IN ANY YEAR WITHOUT A FURTHER VOTE OF THE DISTRICT 13C DELEGATES IN CONVENTION. IN ORDER TO BE COLLECTED IN ANY FISCAL YEAR, THE CHARGE MUST BE REAUTHORIZED ON AN ANNUAL BASIS BY THE DISTRICT 13C CABINET.

SECTION 2. Upon adoption by the District 13C Cabinet, this resolution shall be presented to the delegates at the District 13C Convention to be held March 21, 22 and 23, 2003, with recommendation for adoption as a District 13C Bylaw amendment, according to the procedures established by the District 13C Bylaws.

SECTION 3. Upon adoption by the delegates at the District 13C Convention to be held March 21,22,and 23, 2003, this amendment, as an amended Section 4 to Article IX-CONVENTION AND RESERVE FUNDS AND DUES, shall be effective immediately.
