International President’s Program on Children at Risk

International President Tae-sup Lee has asked for Lions to have a focus on Children at Risk. There are such children in your community. Children from homes where there is domestic violence are at risk. 63% of boys ages 11-20 incarcerated for homicide are because of domestic violence. 80% of runaways are running from domestic violence and child abuse. 74% of kids that commit crimes are from domestic violence in homes. Kids from domestic violence homes commit suicide 6 times the national rate. In Ohio, 80% of juvenile offenders and adult prisoners come from homes where domestic violence occurred.  How can your Lions Club help? Contact the domestic violence program in your area. They can always use money. Donations of food, paper products, cleaning supplies, etc. are needed. Ask for their wish list. Adopt a room at a shelter and fix it up. Offer to fix up the playground, do yard work, or any maintenance that is needed.  Help with child care, children need good role models.  Have outings for the families and please include the mothers as they need to learn how to have fun with the children, without the abuser.  The program will be happy to supply speakers for club meetings.  Learn how you can help children at risk in your community.
