WHAT IS LCI and WHAT DO THEY DO?

LCI stand for Lions Clubs International. Founded in Chicago in 1917 by Melvin Jones with businessmen from around the country. This was known as The Association of Lions Clubs. The association went international in 1920 with a club formed in Windsor, Canada, thus becoming Lions Clubs International. 

The original objects of the association were:

1. To create and foster a spirit of understanding among peoples of the world.

2. To promote the principles of good government and citizenship.

3. To take an active interest in civic, cultural, social and moral welfare of the community.

4. To unite the clubs in the bonds of friendship, good fellowship and mutual understanding.

5. To provide a forum for open discussion of all matters of public interest (none being religious nor political in nature)

6. To encourage service minded people to serve their community without personal financial reward and promote high ethical standards in commerce, industry, professions, public and private endeavors.

Today we are over 1.3 million strong in over 183 countries and/or geographical locals. We are the largest service organization in the world! Lions clubs around the world help those less fortunate then ourselves. 

The current Lions Mission Statement is:

 “To create and foster a spirit of understanding among all the people for humanitarian needs by providing voluntary services through community involvement and international cooperation.”

Spurred on by Helen Keller in 1925 at the International Convention in Sandusky to be “Knights of the Blind”, the main focus of LCI is helping those people who are visually impaired. Many other services are provides by LCI. Some are grants for disaster relief, guide dog training, hearing aid banks, providing eyewear for those who cannot afford them, eye surgeries around the world, worldwide childcare facilities, diabetes associations and various community projects.

People all over the world just like us do all this on a voluntary basis throughout the year.

Lions Hearing Aid Bank

The Lions Hearing Aid Bank came into existence in April 1983 after being included in the Parade of Checks. During those twenty-one years we have served over two hundred clients. We have helped purchase hearing dogs and enabled hard of hearing students attend traditional classrooms with the purchase of FM systems. These systems work like a short-range radio station and send signals through the air to the receiver in the child's hearing aid. This enables the child to hear the instructor no matter the situation just like a child with normal hearing. None of this would have been possible without the generosity of the Lions in District 13-C through the Parade of Checks. The Lions Hearing Aid Bank has a Board of Directors, which is made up of Lions through the district. We would like to have at least one director from each Zone in 13-C. So far we have not been able to accomplish that goal. If you or any Lion from your zone would like to become a part of the 

Hearing Aid Bank please let DG Carol Lester know and she will inform us of your desire.  The Lions Hearing Aid Bank has a Board of Directors, which is made up of Lions through the district. The applications are gone over and accepted or rejected at the board meetings. The meetings are at President Jay Norin's office at the Health Pavilion West, Suite 303, 2640 West Market St, Fairlawn, OH 44333. 

Working with the hard of hearing is a rewarding experience. The most moving thank you that we have received was from a young student who wrote that she did not know that birds sang until she received hearing aids from the Hearing Aid Bank. We appreciate your support in the past and request it in the future.

OHIO LIONS DISTRICT 13C

PROPOSAL TO INCORPORATE

A motion was brought before the District 13C cabinet at its August 18th meeting. The motion was to incorporate Lions District 13C. Information was presented on the benefits and reasons why the District, like, clubs, should incorporate. The vote was postponed to provide an opportunity for the cabinet members to review the information and to inform the Lions of District 13C of the issue. The motion will be voted on at the next meeting, November 11, 2004 at Pipers III. The following article presents a brief recap of the discussion:

Because of the litigious nature of our society, a proposal was presented at the August 18, 2004 District 13-C Cabinet meeting to have the District file incorporation papers with the Ohio Secretary of State. The incorporation procedure involves the preparation of a form (532) by an authorized representative of the District. There is no requirement that the person filing the incorporation documents be a licensed attorney. There is a filing fee of $125.00 paid with the initial filing. The only other fee involved in the incorporating of the District is a $25.00 fee every five years submitted with a form of Continued Existence, which also can be filed by any authorized representative of the organization.

The benefit of incorporation of the District is that it gives the District “legal” standing in the courts of the State of Ohio. As it stands today, the District Officers would be held personally responsible for any lawsuits arising from any litigious event, which might occur either at a cabinet meeting, annual convention, or travel for visitation by the District Governor or their representatives.

Incorporation does not create any tax or reporting obligations which the District does not already have as an unincorporated entity, with the exception of the initial filing and filing of continued existence every five years.

Incorporation does not prevent the District from engaging in any enterprises in which it now is engaged or prevent it from engaging in any new activities authorized under its nonprofit status.
