General Information

The United States Blind Golf Association (USBGA) was formed in 1953 and currently holds 4 regional tournaments each year as well as their National Championship.  Members compete in three different sight classifications:

B1  Totally blind with no ability to recognize hand motion at any distance

B2  From the ability to recognize the shape of a hand up to visual acuity of

20/600.

B3  From the visual acuity above 20/600 up to visual acuity of 20/200.

There are no rules modifications other than the ability to ground the club in a hazard.

The competitive tournament will be held on Sunday, July 25, 2004 with tee offs starting at 10:30 AM.  Players from numerous states including: Texas, Wisconsin, Tennessee, Kentucky, Pennsylvania, Arizona, South Carolina, Massachusetts, Florida, and several players from Ohio will be in attendance.
