Minutes of the August 25, 2005 meeting of the Ohio Lions District 13-C Cabinet, held at Pipers III Restaurant, Broadview Heights, Ohio.  Notice of the meeting was posted prior to October 10, 2005.

The meeting was called to order by Governor Lion Grant Frazier at 7:00 p.m.  

ATTENDANCE is as noted on the sheets attached to the original of these minutes.

The PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE and the INVOCATION were led by Cabinet Treasurer Lion Roy Morrow.

Dinner was served and the meeting reconvened at 8:15 p.m.

PROTOCOL was established by Cabinet Parliamentarian Lion John Tigue.
Governor Lion Grant introduced the members of the head table.

The MINUTES of the June 15, 2005, Cabinet meeting were presented.  Motion to approve the minutes as printed made by Lion Pam Abrams, seconded by IPDG Lion Carol Lester, and approved.

The TREASURER’S REPORT was presented by immediate past cabinet treasurer Lion Neil Sheeley showing a balance in all accounts, as of the end of the 2004-05 year of $17,533. This includes an amount of $6,575 in the Administrative Fund,  $2,500 in the Convention Fund, and $8,458 in the Reserve Fund.  A copy of the complete report is attached to the original of these minutes.  A motion was made by PDG Lion Don Maletz and seconded by IPDG Lion Carol Lester to accept the final treasurer’s report as presented, motion carried.

The AUDIT REPORT was presented by Treasurer Lion Roy Morrow a copy of which is attached to the original of these minutes.  The audit was conducted by Lion Curt Carlton, of the Tallmadge Lions Club, who indicated that all records were in order.  It was moved by VDG Lion Ken Marshall and seconded by PDG Lion Tom McCune, to accept the audit report, motion carried.
The BUDGET for the 2005-06 year was presented by Treasurer Lion Roy Morrow, copy of which is attached to the original of these minutes.  The budget was based on there being 1,230 members in our district.  A motion was made to approved the budget by PDG Lion Tommy Thompson, second by Lion Terry Bower.  Motion carried.
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DEPUTY DISTRICT GOVERNOR LION MAGGIE DELLMORE shared bags of peanuts with all present indicating that as a DDG she accepts her position as a member of the peanut gallery at Council of Governor’s Meetings.  Lion Maggie reported that PDGs Lions John Hrovat and Bob Stopek are both doing well and look forward to getting involved once again.  She also announced that the J. C. Penny Company had presented an award to Pilot Dogs in recognition of Lions Maggie and Ray Dellmore’s involvement in raising  puppies for the program.
VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR LION KEN MARSHALL emphasized the need for each club to have a membership chairman and to consider using the “Ohio Plan” as a membership recruiting tool.  He also shared information about the special camera being used at University Hospital that was donated by OLERF.  There is a need for volunteers to learn to operate the camera which is used to screen for diabetic retinopathy.
GOVERNOR LION GRANT shared his experiences at the International Convention held in Hong Kong.  He emphasized that our International President’s theme for the year is “Passion to Excel”.  He also reminded all present about the “Plus One” program, which hopes to gain one new member per club  and one new club in each district.  He reminded the Cabinet members that the Healthy Club Initiative is still on track, and members of the Cabinet are available to clubs who request help.  The proceeds from Candy Day for the coming year will go to Pilot Dogs.  The Medina Lions Club was the top club in the state for this year’s Candy Day.  Our new Multiple District Secretary is Lion Debbie Lattrell and the new Treasurer is PDG Lion Jay Gray.  IPID Lion Gary Brown is Membership Coordinator for the District.  IPCC Lion Dave Risen reported to the Council that the Grove City Police on working on the situation involving our Past State Secretary/Treasurer.  Governor Lion Grant also reported that as of this date there are two candidates for International Director from our District, PDGs Lions Steve Sherer and Jerry Smith.

ZONE REPORTS  - Copies of written reports submitted by Zone Chairman are attached to the 

original of these minutes.
Zone One – Zone Chairman Lion Benny Fobes reported that their first Zone Meeting would be a joint meeting with Zone Two, scheduled for September 13, at 6:30, at the Lighthouse Restaurant.
Zone Two – Zone Chairman Lion Wallie Burnett reported that she had held a President’s meeting, and that the Zone had adopted a project of gathering comfort items for our troops.  The Ohio Plan for Membership will be presented by VDG Lion Ken Marshall at the Zone One/Two joint meeting.  The second Zone meeting will be hosted by the Willoughby Evening Lions Club on November 15 and the third meeting will be hosted by the Highland Heights Lions Club on March 6th.

Zone Three – No report
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Zone Four – Zone Chairman Lion Doug Demian reported that their first Zone meeting will be hosted by the North Royalton Lions Club in September 22, and the second meeting will be hosted by the Brookpark Lions Club on November 17th.  He reviewed various club activities held to date.

Zone Five – Zone Chairman Lion Jeff Ennis reported on the visitation he had done to date.  Their first Zone Meeting will be held on Saturday, October 22, at 8:30 A.M.

Zone Six – Zone Chairman Lion Pam Abrams  reported that she had attended the MERL Team meeting recently held in Columbus and one of the issues raised was the importance for making Zone Meetings more exciting.  The first Zone Six meeting will be held on September 7th at Williams on the Lake, hosted by the Medina Lions Club.

STATE COMMITTEE REPORTS
USA/CANADA FORUM – PDG Lion Don Maletz gave on update on the Forum to be held in Columbus, in 2006.   Workers are needed to man the booth at this year’s Forum in Peoria, Ill, on September 22-25.

FINANCE AND LONG RANGE PLANNING – PDG Lion Neil Bevere reported that the audit of the District’s books was complete and the financial records are current.  An auditor has been retained for audit the books for 2005-06 when the year is complete.  Several other items discussed by the Committee included:  A Joint Oversite Committee to review the audits, a committee to review Financial Policies and Procedures, a Dues Re-structuring  Committee,  A District Re-Districting Committee.  PDG Lion Neil also announced that the Finance and Long Range Planning committee had interviewed the candidates for the positions of Secretary and Treasurer of State, had made recommendations to the Council of Governors, and their recommendations were approved.  A brief discussion was held as to why the Finance and Long Range Planning Committee was addressing the issue of re-districting rather than it being done by an Ad Hoc Committee appointed by the Council of Governors.  PDG Lion Neil indicated that the Committee was only starting the discussion, the MERL team is addressing membership.  The are trying to be pro-active so the District is making decisions rather than International.
YOUTH COMMITTEE -  Lion Doug Demian reported that this year the Youth Committee is focusing on Camp Echoing Hills.  Executive of CEH Shaker Samuels, will make a presentation at our next cabinet meeting.  There will be a Quest Training Session in Columbus on October 17th.  Governors, Vice Governors, Deputy Governors, Z one and Quest Chairman from each district should be present.  Liberty Day will continue, the Youth Committee is requesting a $10 donation from each club in the state.
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DISTRICT COMMITTEE REPORTS

LEADERSHIP AND DEVELOPMENT – Lion Terry Bower reported on a proposal from the Governor’s Organizational Meeting concerning our local Leadership Training Days.  The committee is considering having two meetings, one in each region, with the thought that more people might be willing to attend if they didn’t have to travel so far.  The committee is also considering hosting a Vice Presidents Training day in the fall.

LIONS EYE CLINIC AT ST. VINCENT HOSPITAL – Lion Roy Morrow, a past president of the Clinic, reported that expenses are running about $70,000 per year with income generated from the Parade of Checks covering about $45,000 of that amount.  The balance of the funds comes from grants, etc.  Since July, 2004, we are limited to serving only 10 cases per week.  Because of an increase in the cost of surgeries from $1,000 to $1,500 and another anticipated increase to $2,000 per surgery, we are limiting surgeries to only cases referred by Lions Clubs.  The Endowment Fund balance is about $14,000, we will not use proceeds from that fund until the balance reaches $100,000.

GALEP – Lion Neil Sheeley reported on the status of GALEP noting that like St. Vincent’s, the program is healthy and providing necessary services.  These two clinics receive the bulk of their operating funds from the Parade of Checks and they are the “Jewels of our District”.

PARADE OF CHECKS – Lion John Tigue reminded all Committee Representatives for agengies receiving funds from the Parade of Checks, that financial reports are due by February 1, 2006, indicating the status of the agency through December 31, 2005.
PEACE POSTERS – Lion Neil Bevere reported for Chairman Nancy Bevere that there are chairman in each region, PDG Lion Jim Ferritto in Region One and Lion Nancy Bevere in Region II.  Kits are available from Lion Doug Demian.  Contests are to include school children ages 11-13, cost for a kit is $8, and the theme for this year is “Peace Without Borders” – bringing peace one child at a time.  Deadline for turning in posters to the Governor is November 15th.

DISTRICT BULLETIN – Bulletin Editor Lion Cindy Palmentera reminded everyone that the deadline each month for the bulletin is the 20th of the month.

OLD BUSINESS

There was no old business
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NEW BUSINESS
TOYS FOR TOTS – PDG Lion Tommy Thomspon  reported on the proposed project for the district requesting that all clubs participate and that toys be brought to the next Cabinet Meeting.  Perhaps we could have a member of the Marine Corps present to accept the toys.  Lion John Tigue noted that in order for this item to be discussed it must have had a 30 notice to the members of the cabinet.  Lion John moved and Lion Jeff Ennis seconded that we waive the 30 day requirement so that we could discuss this item, motion carried.  Lion Pam Abrams moved that the District adopt the Toys for Tots program as presented by PDG Lion Tommy Thompson, second by PDG Lion Jim Ferritto, motion carried.

QUESTION WAS RAISED ON CAMPAIGN SIGHT FIRST II, a special program to raise funds for eye research and eye care being conducted by Lions Clubs International.  VDG Lion Ken Marshall expressed concern on how this campaign will impact our local clubs and projects.  It was suggested that this item be on the agenda for our next Cabinet Meeting.

RAFFLE – the 50/50 raffle was held with Governor Lion Grant Frazier winning $40, Lion Cindy Palmentera winning $25 and Lion Benny Fobes winning $10.
BENEDICTION was given by Lion Roy Morrow.

ADJOURNMENT   The meeting waa adjourned at 9:46 p.m. on a motion by Lion John Tigue, second by Lion Benny Fobes, carried.
